SECTION 3 – HAZARDOUS IDENTIFICATION 
EMERGENCY OVERVIEW 
Danger!  Extremely Flammable liquid and vapor.  Vapor may cause flash fire.  May affect the central nervous system causing dizziness, headache or 
nausea.
